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The Tennessee Walking Horse ï 
To Ride One is to Own One 

 

Looking for a breed of horse which is naturally docile, 
known for calm disposition, smooth to ride and easy to 

handle?  Look no further - the Tennessee Walking Horse 
is the sweetest-natured and smoothest riding horse 

around. 

 
Walkers perform three distinct gaits; the flat walk, the 

running walk and the canter.  The flat walk is a four 
cornered gait with a speed of 4 to 5 miles per hour. The 

horse glides over the track left by the front foot with the 
hind foot; r ight rear over right front, left rear over left 

front.  This is known as overstride.  Walkers nod their 

heads and flop their ears in rhythm with the cadence of 
their feet.  Walkers perform the ñride with a glideò gait 

or running walk at speeds from 6 to 8 miles per hour.  
This is the gait that Walkers are most noted for.  Proper 

form is never sacrificed for speed.  The canter is a rise 

and fall movement performed with in a rolling, relaxing 
manner and is often referred to as the ñrocking chair 

canter.ò  
 

Even though the Tennessee Walking Horse surfaced as a 
breed in 1935, they were around for more than 100 

years prior to that and simply known as easy gaited 

saddle horses.  This light breed of saddle horse was 
originally bred to ride Southern plantation rows during 

the week and be a smooth pleasure mount on the 
weekends.  This docile servant was bred in Middle 

Tennessee from Thoroughbreds, Canadian Pacers, 

Morgans, American Standardbreds and Narragansett 
Pacers, and thus christened the Tennessee Walking 

Horse. 
 

Between 1935 and 1944, 15,718 horses were registered.  
It wasnôt until 1947 that the Department of Agriculture 

finally recognized the Tennessee Walking Horse as its 

own breed.  Today there are over 500,000 registered 
Walkers.  Both sire and dams must be blood typed to be 

eligible for registry with the TWHBEA. 
 

Walkers range from 14.3 to 17 hands and weigh 900 to 

1200 pounds.  Colors include black, chestnut, bay, 
brown, roan, white, grey, champagne, and palomino.  

They have a long sloping shoulder and hip, fairly short 
back and strong, short coupling.  Their bottom line is 

longer than their top line thus allowing for a long stride.  

Their tails are long and full, and they possess intelligent 
eyes and well-shaped pointed ears.  

 
Many famous Tennessee Walking Horses have graced 

the big screen including Silver, Trigger and Mr. Ed.  Even 
Robin Hood, Elvis and Robert E. Lee rode Walkers.  The 

breed adapts easily to english or western, trail or show 

and is a wonderful versatile mount for people of all ages.

Murphyõs Horse Law No. 13 
 

No one ever notices how you ride until you fall off! 

What is a DQP? 

Gaited horses that fall under the Horse Protection Act 

must be inspected before and after, upon winning (or as 

directed) to assure compliance. A DQP (Designated 

Qualified Person) is a person who under the law may be 

appointed authority by the management of a horse show 

or sale to inspect horses for the purposes of determining 

"soreness" and enforcing the law. DQPs must 

successfully complete a formal training program before 

becoming licensed and attend a training course annually 

to stay certified and licensed. Although they hold a 

license through a breed organization (known as an HIO 

-- Horse Industry Organization), these licenses are good 

nationwide and for any breed and are Federally 

sponsored. Once on the grounds they are akin to a 

Federal official and should be treated accordingly.

 Just what the heck is the Tennessee Walking Horse  

National Celebration?  
 

The Celebration is the biggest thing going on in a town so small that the stadium complex holds more 

people than the entire population of Shelbyville, TN.  For 11 days and nights prior to Labor Day, some 

2,000 horses compete for championship honors and more than $650,000 in prizes and awards.  Fans 

from 40 states fill the 30,000 seats in the outdoor stadium.  Walkers of every discipline fill the 1,700 

permanent stalls located on the 100+ acre Celebration grounds. 

 

This year marks the 73
rd

 annual event, which began in 1939 when 3 year old gelding Strolling Jim was 

crowned the very first World Grand Champion.  Jim began his ñcareerò as a plow horse and was shown 

until the age of 12, when he retired to his stable behind the Walking Horse Hotel in Wartrace, TN.  Talk 

Of The Town was the only horse to win three World Grand Championship in 1951 ï 1953.  This horse 

was purchased for $200 and was the last gelding to win the World Grand Championship.  In 1976, at 

age 29, Talk of the Town returned to the Celebration with his trainer Steve Hill carrying the flag in the 

opening ceremony.  Every year since then best of the best compete here for a chance to wear the roses.

¶ Ensuring that all owners, trainers, breeders, and exhibitors treat their horses humanely and with dignity 
and respect, and use proper care in training, handling and showing them. 

¶ Continuing to work with government and industry officials to ensure that the highest standards of welfare, 
safety and health are maintained at all Tennessee Walking Horse events. 

¶ Developing and enforcing stringent rules that govern the exhibiting, judging, showing, and selling of 
Tennessee Walking Horses, in order that the natural abilities of the animals are best reflected. 

¶ Increasing awareness of the rules among all owners, trainers, breeders, and exhibitors, emphasizing that 
they are responsible for the welfare and humane treatment of the horses entrusted to their care.

Pony Cakes  
 

1 cup each rolled oats and flour, 1 tsp salt, 2 tsp each sugar and corn 

oil, ¼ cup molasses, 1 cup each shredded carrots and diced apple. 
 

Combine all ingredients; form into golf ball size cakes and place on 

greased cookie sheet.  Bake at 350Ǔ for about 12 minutes or until 

golden brown.

Trail Obstacle Course 

Premiers at CA Celebration 
 

Everyone knows that the Tennessee Walking Horse is the perfect trail 
horse because of their easy going manner, athletic ability, willingness 
to please and comfortable ride ï just ask your non-gaited trail riding 
buddies! 
 
Since we arenôt going on a trail ride, we are bringing the trail to you in 
our first TWHAC trail obstacle course on Saturday morning.  This 
class is open to all flat shod horses ï gaited and non-gaited. 
 
Horse and rider will negotiate an obstacle course simulating 
obstacles/conditions found on trail rides, which may include:  
 

¶ Gate ï pass through 

¶ Cavaletti ï ride over logs on ground 

¶ Wooden Bridge ï ride over 

¶ Ground Tie ï and circle around horse 

¶ L or Z Shaped Course ï back through it 

¶ Water Hazards ï Water traps 

¶ Turn on forehand/haunches ï 360 degree circle 

¶ Mailbox ïopen and take something out and put it back 

¶ ñCowboyò curtain ï walk through foam or tape curtain while 
mounted 

¶ Step Over ï pole 12ò high 

¶ Side Pass - over pole no higher than 12ò 

¶ Ground Throws ï tarps, canvas, animal skins, etc. 

¶ Tape By-Pass - tied to fence and blowing in wind 

¶ Animals ï Calf, Llama, Goat, etc. 

¶ Noise ï police siren 

¶ Umbrella ï open and close 

¶ Balloons 

¶ Putting on/taking off rain slicker or coat

Double Java is a truly outstanding representative of our great breed 

with multiple open, amateur and youth titles to his credit.  Bred and 

raised on the west coast, Double Java is the brainchild of long time 

walking horse enthusiast Paul Hughes and owner of four-time 

world champion Coinôs Double Pride, and Charles Whartonôs Mark 

of Carbon/Ebony bred mare named Wynne.  Double Java has spent 

his entire show career under the able direction of Scott Benham at 

Golden West Farms.   

 

In 2004, Mike and Kathi Chiappari acquired Double Java for their 

granddaughter Jacqueline Holtschult after seeing him at the 2003 

Celebration - it was love at first sight!  Double Java is both a show 

horse extraordinaire and much loved family member.  He is easy 

going and possesses an innate square moving, head-shaking, 

natural walking ability.  It has been said that if any horse deserves 

to go to horse heaven, Double Java is that horse! 

 

Double Java made seven gate calls in his 2001 introductory year 

and walked away with five blue ribbons.  In 2002, Double Java 

won numerous ribbons on the west coast and made his first 

appearance at the Celebration, placing in the top six in each of his 

fives classes.  It was just a hint of things to come.  In 2003, Double 

Java hit his stride.  That year he made nineteen show ring 

appearances and walked away with 17 first place ties.  His victory 

laps included the 2003 Celebration Lite Shod World Grand 

Champion with Scott Benham in the irons. 

 

The 2004 show season saw Double Java go undefeated in 12 

appearances.  At the 2004 Celebration, Double Java carried 

Jacqueline to her first World Grand Championship in the Lite Shod 

11 & Under class.  He also won the Lite Shod World Grand 

Champion with Scott Benham in the irons again.  In 2005, Java 

continued his winning ways coming back to win the Lite Shod 

World Grand Champion and Lite Shod World Grand Champion 

Canter titles.  During the 2006 show season, Double Java made 9 

appearances culminating in yet another Lite Shod World Grand 

Championship at the famed Celebration.  In 2007, Double Java was 

undefeated in his lite shod division.  Double Java continued his 

winning ways in 2008, making ten appearances and racking up 6 

more blue ribbons.  Double Java won the 2009 Celebration Lite 

Shod World Grand Championship again after another very 

successful show season.
